The meeting was called to discuss future plans and prioritise surveying work for the rest
of the year.

It was felt unnecessary to survey the Ham Lane site with the 601 as the field has been
disturbed by ploughing. Kingston Seymour was discussed, see above but there was
some uncertainty about which local archaeology group was going to undertake this
work. Should YCCCART be involved it was agreed that all 601 results would be shared
with Clevedon Archaeological Society.

YCCCART have been given permission to survey Holm Field- work to begin
immediately. It was suggested that YCCCART should approach the owner of the
Brinsea Rd field (Barrett’'s development site) to gauge the possibility of surveying.

RM15
With the Ham Lane site becoming increasingly waterlogged, the RM15 team intend to
focus upon Home Field in Congresbury and the Banwell and Lympsham sites.

FRED
GP reported that the Woodspring Priory report was complete and awaiting VR’s input,
that the report on Wemberham Roman Villa was 75% finished and that the data from 17
other sites at lwood and Brinsea showed areas of potential interest. Possible new work
for 2015 in addition to following the RM15’s results at Banwell and Lympsham to
include, Bickley 2, the paddock at Woodspring Priory and possibly Solbury Hill nr Bath.
CS suggested that Bickley 2 would need to be cleared of scrub before work could begin
and that this might be done should it be too wet and muddy for successful surveying
elsewhere.
The meeting was reminded of YCCCART’s commitment to clear overgrown vegetation
on Cadbury Hill and it was thought prudent to monitor any possible changes on the site.
GP mentioned the existence of more roundhouses near the Citadel.
GP is still looking for help to download FRED data; he also reported some difficulties
with overlaying grid transparencies onto RM15 results.

The use of a small excavator to speed up
the digging and later infilling of the trenches was thought to be essential. GP reminded
the meeting of the input they had received once before from Steve Tofts.
